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FORWARD

The Regional Transportation Improvement Program (RTIP) is prepared every year by
the Cowlitz-Wahkiakum Council of Governments (CWCOG) in cooperation with local
jurisdictions and the Washington State Department of Transportation (WSDOT). The
RTIP is a four-year programming document derived from the more comprehensive six-
year Transportation Improvement Program (TIP) developed and adopted annually by
local agencies. The RTIP is required to:

e Identify urban and rural projects from locally adopted TIPs that are ready for
implementation in 2011-2014 for which federal funding has been secured, are
WSDOT projects, or are regionally significant regardless of the funding source;

e Identify both urban and rural projects from locally adopted TIPs planned for
2011-2014 but for which funding from any sources have not yet been secured;

o Demonstrate that projects programmed for funding during 2011-2014 will not
cause or contribute to any new violation of federal air quality standards for
carbon monoxide (CO), or particulate matter of 10 microns or less (PMio). This
MPO is in attainment and is therefore exempt from air quality conformity.

e Demonstrate financial constraint; and

o Demonstrate consistency with RCW 36.70A, Section 70 of the Washington State
Growth Management Act requiring transportation planning be coordinated and
consistent with local comprehensive plans.

Preparation of this RTIP document and submittal of the projects herein are in
conformance with regulations and guidelines issued by the Federal Highway
Administration (FHWA) and the Federal Transit Administration (FTA).

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INTRODUCTION

Background

The Cowlitz-Wahkiakum Council of Governments (CWCOG) was established over
forty years ago as an intergovernmental agency voluntary association of general and
special purpose governments and agencies in the Lower Columbia region. Our current
organizational structure is supported by 28 entities made up of counties, cities, school
districts, public utility districts, ports, a fire district, economic development councils,
community college and other non-profit agencies in Cowlitz and Wahkiakum counties.

Metropolitan Planning Area and Description

In 1981, as a result of the 1980 Census reporting more than 50,000 people in the
community, the Bureau of the Census designated Longview-Kelso-Rainier an
“urbanized area” (Map 1). Federal funds for metropolitan transportation planning
were then made available and the Governor designated the Cowlitz-Wahkiakum
Council of Governments (CWCOG) as the Metropolitan Planning Organization (MPO)
for the Longview-Kelso-Rainier metropolitan area. A Memorandum of Understanding
between the state and CWCOG defines the responsibilities for cooperatively carrying
out transportation planning and programming in the metropolitan area. The long range
planning goals for the MPO are to maintain economic vitality, increase safety and
security of the transportation system, increase accessibility and mobility options for
people and freight, protect and enhance the environment including energy conservation
and quality of life, enhance integration and connectivity of the transportation system
among modes for people and freight, efficient operation and system management, and
to preserve the existing transportation system.

The MPO, as one of its major responsibilities, must approve a Regional Transportation
Improvement Program (RTIP) annually in order for urban area jurisdictions to be
eligible for federal financial assistance on their various transportation system
improvements.

The CWCOG fulfills its MPO responsibilities by working with a Technical Advisory
Committee (TAC), a Regional Policy Advisory Committee on Transportation (RPACT),
and the CWCOG board. The TAC is comprised of engineers and planners representing
local jurisdictions, special purpose districts, and WSDOT. The TAC provides staff level
input to the activities being undertaken by the MPO. The RPACT is compromised of
elected officials from the same jurisdictions represented at the technical level. The
RPACT provides policy review and guidance to activities and projects that will require
adoption by the CWCOG board and/or local jurisdictions. This multi-level forum
provides coordination and consensus prior to adoption of work program products.

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Special citizen task forces are also intermittently formulated for specific projects. The
vision is to “Develop an intermodal transportation network that accommodates
efficiently and safely, the movements of goods and people throughout the Southwest
Washington region and beyond”. Major products of this process are the Regional
Transportation Plan (RTP), the Regional Transportation Improvement Program (RTIP),
the Unified Planning Work Program (UPWP), Coordinated Human Services
Transportation Plan (CHSTP) and specific planning and research studies.

In addition to being the MPO, CWCOG is also lead agency for the Southwest
Washington Regional Transportation Planning Organization (SWRTPO) for Cowlitz,
Grays Harbor, Lewis, Pacific and Wahkiakum Counties (Map 2). In 1990 the
Washington State legislature enacted the Growth Management act, authorizing local
governments to voluntarily form regional transportation planning organizations
(RTPOs) to coordinate transportation among local governments and to develop a
regional transportation plan. This augments the MPO program by expanding into
planning for non-MPO cities and rural areas.

The CWCOG fulfills their part in the SWRTPO through RPACT, SWRTPO Board, and
the CWCOG board. The TAC and RPACT deal with projects and policies within the
Cowlitz-Wahkiakum area of the SWRTPO. The remaining area of the SWRTPO is
served by Grays Harbor Council of Governments, Pacific Council of Governments, and
Lewis County Transportation Strategy Council.

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Purpose and Scope of the Regional Transportation Improvement Program

CWCOG is required by federal and state regulations to develop a Regional
Transportation Improvement Program (RTIP) for its Metropolitan and Regional
Transportation Planning Organizations which spans a four-year period and is updated
at least every two years, or more frequently. The RTIP is the financial plan that
identifies and prioritizes federally funded transportation projects to be carried out in
the Longview-Kelso-Rainier MPO and SWRTPO.

The primary purpose of the RTIP is to identify and document federally funded
transportation projects that are to be included in the Washington State Department of
Transportation’s Statewide Transportation Improvement Program (STIP). Projects
using federal funds must appear in the RTIP and STIP or they will not receive federal
funds - even if they have already been awarded. Projects in the RTIP are approved by
the CWCOG Board, then forwarded to WSDOT for inclusion in the STIP which is
approved by the Governor, the Federal Highway Administration (FHWA), and the
Federal Transit Administration (FTA).

The RTIP also aids in the coordination and cooperation of transportation planning in
the region. The RTIP provides the public, elected officials, state and local staffs, transit
providers, and other interested parties the opportunity to review regional projects for
consistency with regional and local plans, goals and policies. All projects in this RTIP
are consistent with the Regional Transportation Plan.

RTIP Legislative Requirements

The Cowlitz-Wahkiakum Council of Governments” RTIP has been developed in
response to two pieces of legislation:

1. Public Law 109-59 Safe, Accountable, Flexible, Efficient Transportation Equity
Act: A Legacy for Users (SAFETEA-LU), Section 1107, 3005 and 6001.

2. ESHB 2929, the Washington State Growth Management Act (GMA), as amended,
and HB1928.

SAFETEA-LU requires Metropolitan Planning Organizations to prepare a MTIP
detailing those projects within the metropolitan area boundary that are regionally
significant and/or to be completed with federal transportation funds. The Washington
State Growth Management Act requires Regional Transportation Planning
Organizations to prepare a RTIP in cooperation with WSDOT detailing all projects in
the MPO and RTPO that are regionally significant and/or to be completed with federal
transportation funds. WSDOT coordinates the statewide STIP development with
CWCOG to ensure consistency with regional plans and goals. Metropolitan projects are

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listed separately from non-Metropolitan or rural projects (those outside the recognized
MPO boundary).

SAFETEA-LU focuses on the first four years of the traditional six year project lists and
required fiscal constraint (project prioritized the first four years of the RTIP are required
to show reasonably available funding sources). Projects in the RTIP are prioritized on
an annual basis; 2011 is priority one, 2012 is priority two; 2013 is priority three and 2014
projects are priority four.

The MPO Section lists the metropolitan projects, the Non-MPO Section lists the projects
outside the MPO boundary (rural or regional projects), and the planned, but not
funding secured projects are shown in the Unfunded Section of the 2011-2014 RTIP
(Tables 6 & 7).

RTIP DEVELOPMENT PROCESS

MPO and RTPO Roles in RTIP Development

The Cowlitz-Wahkiakum Council of Governments (CWCOG), as the designated
MPO/RTPO for the Longview-Kelso-Rainier metropolitan area and all of Cowlitz,
Grays Harbor, Lewis, Pacific and Wahkiakum Counties, annually compiles the RTIP in
accordance with the applicable guidelines. The metropolitan planning requirements of
SAFETEA-LU have enhanced the role of the MPO in developing the RTIP. During the
development of the RTIP, the CWCOG uses a continuous and comprehensive planning
process in cooperation with local and state officials, WSDOT, regional and local transit
operators, and other agencies that may affect transportation activities. Projects
contained within the MPO/RTPO TIP come from transportation planning activities
within the Regional Transportation Plan (RTP). The CWCOG has developed the
Metropolitan Transportation Plan (MTP) for the Longview-Kelso-Rainier urbanized
area and the RTP for SWRTPO five-county region. The RTP covers the 20-year long-
range plan for 2008-2028 and develops goals and policies that recognize the need to
plan both short-term (up to six years) and long-term (over six years) for regional
transportation network improvements. The CWCOG board adopted the revised
version of the RTP in December 2009.

Initial RTIP development

Each jurisdiction independently prepared and prioritized its six-year transportation
improvement program (TIP) and also selected projects for funding from their
guaranteed allocation, subject to MPO approval. The CWCOG initiates the
development of the RTIP in July of each year when local jurisdictions, WSDOT and
transit agencies have completed and turned in their six-year TIPs to the CWCOG.

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The TIP submissions are compiled into a comprehensive document for the urbanized
area of the Longview/Kelso/Rainer MPO and the five-county SWRTPO (rural areas).
Review and refinement occurs continuously throughout the process to arrive at a
program of improvements that is both consistent with the regional transportation plan
and financially feasible. Stages of the development process include:

1.

3.

Preparation and submission to WSDOT of local six-year programs.
Submission of six-year programs to MPO/RTPO (CWCOG).

Project review and prioritization by CWCOG ensuring that:

a. All projects scheduled for federal funding are included in the RTIP.

b. All projects are fiscally constrained by showing a four-year
implementation schedule and funding source by program.

C. The RTIP was developed in cooperation with the State.

d. The public and interested parties were afforded an opportunity to
comment on the RTIP in accordance with the CWCOG Public
Participation Policy.

e. The RTIP is consistent with the Metropolitan Transportation Plan and
Regional Transportation Plan.

f. The RTIP provides for the development of an intermodal transportation
system that considers all modes of transportation.

g. RTIP projects are consistent with Title VI of the Civil Rights Act.
h. The RTIP includes FTA Title VI assurances.
CWCOG will adopt and submit the 2011 RTIP to WSDOT by November 18, 2010.

Final review of the CWCOG RTIP will be completed by WSDOT with final
project selection incorporated into the STIP for the Washington State Governor’s
approval.

The STIP is submitted to the Federal Highway Administration and the Federal
Transit Administration.

After the STIP is approved by the Federal Highway Administration and Federal
Transit Administration, the local jurisdiction or agency may proceed with project
funding obligation through local agency agreements with WSDOT.

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Amendment Process

Projects that receive federal funding after the RTIP adoption date in October can be added
through the amendment process. The RTIP amendment will include project cost, phases,
funding sources, description and implementation schedule. The project will undergo the same
review process as described in the initial submission. All RTIP amendments for the MPO area
will need CWCOG Board approval before submitting to WSDOT for inclusion in the STIP. The
CWCOG Board meets on the 4™ Thursday of every month. The WSDOT STIP amendment
schedule can be found on the WSDOT Highways and Local Programs web page. Jurisdictions
need to be aware of the difference in these deadlines and plan accordingly.

The RTIP is required to be amended if a jurisdiction is:

1. Adding a project to the STIP.

2. Adding any new color of federal funds to a project.

3. Adding a new phase to a project not currently in the STIP.

4. Any change requiring a new regional air quality conformity finding (where
required).

5. Increasing existing federal funds to an existing phase of a project in the STIP
MORE THAN 20% or $250,000 (whichever is greater).

6. Changing funding from non-federal funds to federal funds.

7. Significant change in scope to a project.

8. Deleting a project from the STIP.

The following actions are considered corrections and do not require approval by the
CWCOG Board. Any of these types of changes should be submitted to the CWCOG so
the RTIP can be amended administratively. These actions are considered corrections:

1) Increasing existing federal funds to a project UP TO 20% or $250,000 (whichever
is greater) to an existing phase of a project in the STIP.

2) Adding a prior phase without any change in the total amount of federal funds
identified in the STIP.

3) Decreasing the amount of federal funds for a project in the STIP.

4) Any adjustment of non-federal dollars to phase(s) programmed in a STIP.

5) Removing some or all federal funds from a project in the STIP and replacing
them with non-federal funds.
6) Any minor change in scope to a project.
7) Changing federal dollars between phases, when the amount of federal funds and

phases involved have already been programmed in the current STIP.
8) Lead agency change.
9) Increase matching, and/or other funds.
10)  Changes to obligation dates/program year.
11)  Deleting a phase of a project.

12)  Minor changes to project descriptions/ project titles/ project locations/ project
type/Federal Functional Classification.

13)  Revise environmental or right of way status.

14)  Long Term AC requests.

PUBLIC INVOLVEMENT

CWCOG certifies that citizens and interested parties have been provided early and
reasonable opportunity to comment on the proposed RTIP as required under SAFTEA-
LU Section 5303 (j)(1), and CWCOG’s Public Participation Policy. A public notice has
been published in the October edition of the CWCOG monthly newsletter, Communiqué,
which is mailed to over 1000 people, and in The Daily News. The plan is also posted on
the CWCOG website at www.cwcog.org and is available in hard copy at the CWCOG
office in Kelso. Notice of the availability of the draft plan was given at the public
CWCOG Board meeting in Kelso, WA on October 28, 2010. The final plan will be up for
adoption at the November 18 CWCOG board meeting in Kelso.

Projects included in the RTIP have also undergone a local public process at the
jurisdiction level. In addition to the CWCOG public participation process, each
jurisdiction agency submitting projects for the RTIP conducted their own public
participation opportunities when they adopted their local six-year TIPs during their
respective council meetings.

Significant comments will be posted in the final document if any are received.

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RTIP CONSISTENCY

Section 53 of Washington State’s Growth Management Act (GMA) states that the
transportation system should “function as an interconnected and coordinated system”
and that “transportation planning should be coordinated with local comprehensive
plans.” RTPOs are required to certify that the transportation elements of each local
jurisdiction’s GMA comprehensive plans are consistent with the regional transportation
plan, and the Washington State Transportation Plan. All projects listed in the 2011-2014
RTIP have been reviewed and found to be consistent with the goals and objectives in
local GMA comprehensive plans, the MTP/RTP, the Growth Management Act, and the
Washington State Transportation Plan. These transportation-planning goals are
supported by each project in the 2011-2014 MTIP/RTIP.

INTERMODAL/MULTIMODAL APPROACH

Projects included in the 2011 RTIP provide consideration for alternative transportation
modes to the extent possible including consideration for transit, bikes, and pedestrians.

FUNDING TRENDS

The cities, towns, and counties within the five-county SWRTPO area have a variety of
funding sources through limited fiscally, for transportation projects and network
improvements. This also includes funding for transit agencies and non-project agencies
that are providing transportation services. All the available funding sources are listed
below.

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MPO Area

The Longview-Kelso-Rainier MPO area employs a variety of sources for funding
transportation projects. For the MPO area, the primary source of federal funding,
through the state’s distribution formula, is the Surface Transportation Program - Urban
(STP-U) program. Between 1993 and 2003, a total of $7.1 million, or a little over
$700,000 per year was allocated. These funds are used to match Transportation
Improvement Board (TIB) or local funds, as well as in conjunction with other federal
funds, such as the Safety and Hazard Elimination program funds. Another source of
federal funds in the urban area during the timeframe of ISTEA and TEA-21 was the
federal enhancement fund program.

SWRTPO Area

One of the most successful accomplishments of the SWRTPO has been the Enhancement
program. Enhancement program funds represent 10 percent of the federal funds
allocated to the state. These funds are used to build alternative transportation
infrastructure in communities. The SWRTPO has designed rigorous criteria for projects,
emphasizing the match amount accumulated in the sponsoring communities,
commitment to the project and overall community support.

CONGESTION MANAGEMENT

CWCOG is not a Transportation Management Area (TMA). TMA provisions of
SAFETEA-LU planning requirements are not applicable to the CWCOG MPO or RTPO.

AIR QUALITY

CWCOG is not an air quality non-attainment area. Air quality requirements of
SAFETEA-LU are not applicable to CWCOG 2011 RTIP.
