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Conclusions 1

e Projected 2030 rail growth will have major impact on
main line and Longview rail fluidity

~ Additional passenger service in combination with increased
freight levels will congest main lines near LVJ

- Customer service demand will require additional engines
and switching movements throughout LV industrial areas
e Projected 2030 rail growth will have major impact on
grade crossing occupancies

— Additional switching requirements will lead to more
movements to/from industrial areas

— Projected unit trains will block multiple crossings
simultaneously, impacting highway flows

e WSDoT projected main line improvements
will address passenger/freight conflicts near
Longview/Kalama

Gerry Smith was invited by the Kelso-Longview Chamber of Commerce Transportation Committee to give an
update on the project.

Gerry shared what the study is and what it is not. We are in the stakeholder interview process to gather data
to allow realistic development of growth factors to use in the highway, rail and economic models. A
recommendation will be made for improvements with a horizon year of 2030. Visual simulations of both the
highway and rail models will be available for the WSDOT and COG to use in providing information to
legislators, stakeholders, and other interested parties.

Gerry made a comment that we will also be looking at the possibility of rail vs. truck alternatives where better
rail service might take 200 trucks off the highway. This drew a response from Don Lemmons of Interstate
Wood Products that we should not make this type of conclusion nor reduce highway improvements. We
should also not suggest spending highway tax dollars for rail projects suggesting no public dollars should be
given to a private, for profit industry, the railroad. Don commented that a similar statement had been
removed from the recently completed statewide rail study for this reason.

Gerry responded that he understood the issue and that highway tax money cannot be used for anything other
than highway purposes. If public money goes to rail it will need to be from a grant or even the users may
need to contribute. Point understood.

General interest in what is happening and group is looking forward to the final report.

Rosemary Siipola was invited to give an update of the étudy at the Port of Longview Commission meeting.
Rosemary gave a brief introduction and then introduced Gerry Smith.

Gerry shared what the study is and what it is not. We interviewed several stakeholders, including Port staff,
to gather data to allow realistic development of growth factors to use in the highway, rail and economic
models. Interestingly the stakeholder interviews and the economic modeling revealed very similar growth
rates: 1-1.5% for carload rail and 2% for trucks. Unit train growth, particularly west of Oregon Way, will
provide spikes but level off to about 1% after each spike. Unit train operations on the Reynolds Lead will be
a challenge as all road crossing will be closed for some time. We may need to suggest using the Port’s
alternate rail corridor and a new lead across the north side of the Port to solve this issue.

A recommendation will be made for improvements with a horizon year of 2030. Visual simulations of both
the highway and rail models will be available for the WSDOT and COG to use in providing information to
legislators, stakeholders, and other interested parties.

Ken O’Hollaren, Port Director, commented that the Port had stepped up when Port unit train traffic was an
issue and funded the alternate rail corridor and the Fibre Way over-crossing. He hoped that other developers
would do the same. Gerry responded that city and county officials would be players in that decision as far as
developer impact fees or improvement requirements. The study is to suggest funding options and developer
participation will be one of the options.

Valerie Harris, Port staff, asked if we were also to look at safety issues. Her concern is the on-ramp to SR
432 from Third as she has seen several overturned trucks on this ramp. Gerry responded, yes, safety is part of
the plan. An example is the intersection at Third and Industrial with California being so close. We will be
looking at a better, combined intersection design.

On leaving the Port Commission meeting Gerry did a short interview with Ray Byers, KLOG/KUKN radio.
He provided “sound bites” similar to statements in the meeting.

Gerry had asked Norm to set up this meeting to discuss the rail improvement options being developed in the
study. Since the Port is directly affected by the proposal it was felt a heads-up was necessary.

Gerry presented the plan and handed out packages of the schematic drawings and preliminary cost estimate.

Acceptance by the Port was very positive. They did not seem concerned by the potential competition to the
west across Oregon Way.

We learned the Port does not own enough right-of-way to build the second and or third tracks needed. East of
Fibre Way the new right-of-way will need to come from Pacific Fibre or the Port. West of Fibre Way is all
Port until just before Oregon Way, then a series of folks ending up with WeyCo.

There will be some issues with utilities in widening to the north; the only acceptable direction from the Port’s
prospective. Sanitary sewer from Longview for sure and some overhead power.

Port may be interested in using some of their property for wetland mitigation if needed and resource agencies
agree.

Port has interest in the new Cowlitz River Crossing and sees it as a possible partnership to benefit several
developments. They have a potential customer that is concerned about a single bridge being a bottleneck.

Port staff was alerted to the TAC an Stakeholder meetings scheduled for August 14.

In general a very positive experience.

Rosemary had asked that Gerry meet with Bob Gregory, Longview City Manager, and others major
stakeholders before next week’s stakeholder meeting to brief them on progress and issues so they are not
caught unaware.

Gerry gave a very informal briefing during breakfast.

Issues discussed were:

Unit train traffic west of Oregon Way
Unit trains on the existing Reynolds lead will block all streets for at least 11 minutes, deemed
unacceptable to the public
Part of solution is routing unit trains over industrial rail corridor with a new crossing of Oregon Way
Ultimate solution is an Oregon Way overcrossing of Industrial Way and both railroad crossings
This is a big change from the previous route development plan, but the nature of industry west of
Oregon Way has changed significantly since then

Corridor rail improvements include:
New Oregon Way lead
Additional rail along the industrial rail corridor
Additional “run-around” track at Longview Yard
Second rail bridge across the Cowlitz River
WSDOT planned rail improvements to the mainline in the area of Longview Junction

Corridor highway projects include:
Oregon Way/Industrial Way Interchange
SR 432 By-pass
Intersection improvements
Signal timing improvements
Channelization improvements
Access improvements including a possible frontage/access road for businesses on north side of
Industrial Way

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By-pass discussion:
The previously planned by-pass is very feasible from a traffic planning standpoint; it provides
excellent access form Oregon Way and Industrial Way west to I-5
Constructability may be an issue with the Reynolds lead still in place and sandwiched between the
track and the drain ditch
It might need to be built as a viaduct form the Longview Switching Yard to Oregon Way, very
expensive as are the structures over Longview Switching

Funding for improvements:
There are many funds available but most are spoken for
There will need to be some political decisions made on allowing rail oriented development west of
Oregon Way
Consistent lobbying by transportation interests in the corridor will be needed
There most certainly will be a need for local funding that might come form a Transportation Benefit
District or similar process

Rosemary led the presentation with fill-in by Gerry. General information on study processes and results was
related.

Plan sheets for the highway projects; railroad improvement layouts; and VISSIM segments for the SPUI, rail
crossing at Industrial Way west of Oregon Way, and rail crossing at 3™ Avenue were shown as part of the

discussion.

Handouts including the highway and rail layouts, rail project costs, and highway project timelines were
provided.

Several in attendance are members of the stakeholders group. Some were interviewed in the stakeholder
interview process or their companies were.

General positive comments were received.
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
